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training efforts of the ABRN. He has created annual training 
events for churches in Sunday School leadership, discipleship 
programs, Vacation Bible School preparation. He provides 
assistance to the work of Mosaic Campus Ministry along 
with establishing cohorts in the areas of church music, youth 
ministry, and other forms of local church support ministries. 
His love for providing a firm Scriptural foundation in every 
aspect of ministry has compelled him to lead a weekly men’s 
Bible study. Jimmy also oversees the promotion of evangelism 
outreach and training events, often traveling to the different 
associations to lead workshops and conferences.

BENEVOLENCE
I am extremely encouraged by the efforts of Alaska Baptists 

to be involved in serving the social as well as spiritual needs 
of our communities. We have made significant strides in avail-
ing ourselves to address the needs we see around us. Under 
the capable leadership of Gary Bearce, we have assembled an 
array of essential trailers, vehicles, tools, and resources as the 
Alaska Baptist Disaster Relief. This has allowed us to respond 
immediately to disasters within the state when the need arises. 
Volunteers have been trained and placed in settings where 
they can share love through meeting a physical need as well 
as a word of hope in Christ to those who are suffering. Our 
work through Birchwood Behavioral Health is another avenue 
of benevolent ministry to youth and families in crisis. Sarah 
Cambridge is our director at BBH.

While we still have much to do to reach our state with 
the gospel of Jesus Christ, we should pause and celebrate 
the things that God is doing in and through our churches in 
Alaska. I am proud to be associated with Alaska Baptists.

In my varied conversations with pastors across our state, 
I am often asked about how things are going. My usual 
response is, “Good, we are moving forward in a number of 
areas of ministry.” I generally follow-up that statement with 
a few specific examples that are indicative of the work we do 
together. Our governing documents describe our purpose to 
furnish a medium of cooperation for the cooperating Baptist 
churches of Alaska in their divinely commissioned work of 
missions, education, and benevolence in obedience to the 
Great Commission of Jesus Christ. Let me briefly address 
each of these three tasks as I characterize the state of the work 
of the ABRN. 

MISSIONS
When we identify the number of churches that affiliate 

with the ABRN, we choose to include the work of established 
churches, new church plants, mission work and preaching 
points. The cumulative number of churches in 2016 was 117. 
There were 11 new church plants in start-up mode, however 
8 of these church plants did not survive. There were also 6 
established churches that closed their doors or merged with 
other congregations. The concerted efforts of church planting 
led by Jae McKee in partnership with NAMB over the past 6 
years has offset the rate of attrition within the network to the 
extent that we now have 112 churches at the end of 2022. Of 
course, these numbers indicate that we are in decline and in 
need of revitalization and re-visioning. I am encouraged to say 
that most of our associations recognize this downward trend 
and are seeking to turn these statistics around. This remains 
our highest priority as a network of churches.

EDUCATION
A large percentage of our time and resources are committed 

to the area of church development. Jimmy Stewart leads the

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subject and encourage churches to teach their members 
through evangelism conferences. 

How often do you provide training in evangelism for 
your members?  How many people do you personally 
take out and show them how to be soul-winners. 

The need to train people is urgent.  Please preach, 
teach, train and disciple your people in gospel presenta-
tions with the lost.

Pastor, you can’t do 
it all alone.  Please call upon me if you want evangelism 
training.  I would love to help your church be reminded 
to be ministers of reconciliation.

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Pastor Smith has a compensation package which includes 
$32,000 in federally taxable wages. The church has authorized 
housing allowance of $24,000 which Pastor Smith uses to pay the 
mortgage and utilities for his house as well as other allowable inci-
dentals. Since Pastor Smith did not exempt out of SE tax with form 
4361, he must pay 15.3% on the total $56,000. Pastor Smith decided 
to have extra federal withholding through a W-4 arrangement with 
the church, to help cover the additional 15.3% SE tax. 

Parsonage Allowance:
Pastor Jones receives financial compensation of $32,000 per year. 

He also receives rent-free use of a parsonage including fully covered 
utilities by the church, as part of his compensation package. Pas-
tor Jones pays unreimbursed renter’s insurance of $1,500. His W-2 
reports $30,500 as federal income tax wages. Pastor Jones decides 
to have extra federal tax withheld through a W-4 arrangement with 
the church, to help cover the additional 15.3% SE tax based on the 
assessed rental value of the parsonage including utilities and the 
$1,500 additional parsonage allowance.
Ministers are under the Self-Employed Compensation Act (SECA) 
not the Federal Insurance Contributions Act (FICA) thus ministers 
are responsible for the entire 15.3% in Social Security and Medicare 
tax through their personal 1040 tax filing. Ministers W-2 should 
have lines 3 and 5 left blank. The minister pays all taxes person-
ally through quarterly tax payments. However, ministers can make 
special arrangements with their church to withhold tax. The only tax 
that can be taken from a minister’s pay is federal income tax which 
is done through the church with a W-4.  If a W-4 is used, a minister 
can choose to take out additional withholding tax from his earned 
wages to cover the 15.3% SE tax assessed on the housing allow-
ance or fair rental value of the parsonage. Churches can place the 
authorized housing allowance on line 14 of the W-2. While this is 
not required, it is a good practice. The church should also provide 
the pastor a letter identifying the amount of housing allowance with 
utilities and the fair rental value equivalent of the parsonage with 
utilities. Having this letter is most important when the minister’s 
compensation is 100 percent housing, as there would be no W-2 is-
sued in such a case.
This is by no means an exhaustive analysis of the intricacies of 
ministerial taxes. This article is to provide a general overview of 
housing and parsonage allowances. Please consult appropriate tax 
professionals for specific situations.

Ministers’ taxes can be a confusing issue. This is because of the 
dual tax status that exists as it relates to income versus other taxes 
such as Social Security and Medicare. For tax purposes, the IRS de-
fines a pastor or minister as one who has been ordained, licensed, or 
commissioned by a church body and has responsibilities consistent 
with conducting worship services, and performing ordinances such 
as the Lord’s supper and believers’ baptism. All future references to 
pastor or minister throughout this article will assume these qualifica-
tions are met. 

Pastors/ministers have this unique situation where they are con-
sidered employees of the church yet also considered self-employed. 
Many pastors must pay 15.3% of the combined Social Security and 
Medicare tax on any compensation earned in their capacity as a 
minister. Ministers with a conscientious objection can file IRS form 
4361 within two years of entering ministry. If the IRS approves 
the application the minister will be exempt from having to pay the 
15.3% tax for Social Security and Medicare as it relates to their 
ministry wages. The decision to exempt or not is a personal one of 
conscience. Ministers can receive housing or parsonage allowance. 
There are some distinctions which are important to understand.

1. Housing Allowance- is a specified amount of compensation 
that is included as part of the pastor’s overall payment package. He 
receives these monies but can deduct them for federal income tax 
purposes. Social Security and Medicare taxes however must be paid 
on the allowance. Ministers will do this through filing a schedule SE 
(Self-Employment tax) form as part of their Form 1040 tax prepara-
tion.

2. Parsonage Allowance- a parsonage is a property/dwelling 
owned by the church and offered to the pastor free of any cost to 
him. It is excluded from W-2 reported wages altogether. This in-
cludes any covered utilities paid by the church. A parsonage allow-
ance is similar to the housing allowance except that it only includes 
an amount consistent with eligible ministers out-of-pocket unre-
imbursed housing expenses such as renter’s insurance, furnishings 
owned by the minister or unreimbursed repairs. Like the housing 
allowance, the minister is still responsible for paying Social Security 
and Medicare taxes equivalent to 15.3% on any claimed deductions 
which would also include the assessed fair rental value of the par-
sonage, and utility expense, if covered by the church. 

Special note: a three-part test to determine the allowable amount 
of housing cost that is exempt for federal tax purposes is the lesser 
of: 1.) What the church designates beforehand 2) The fair rental 
value of a fully furnished home including utilities, 3) What the pas-
tor spends in authorized housing upkeep to provide a home. Docu-
mentation is essential, in the event of an IRS audit.

The church must designate housing or parsonage allowance be-
forehand, it is not retroactive. When ministers own their home, the 
church should not designate allowances significantly greater than the 
fair rental value of the minister’s house since the nontaxable portion 
of the allowance cannot exceed this amount. Any excess would be 
taxable compensation to the minister.

Consider the following scenarios.

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Christian camping and events like the time worn tradi-
tion of “summer camp” still have a place in the church’s 
broader mission to our community. Many years ago, 
someone new to our state told me that summer camp-
ing was dead, and its years of effectiveness had passed. I 
aggressively disagreed and my work at LaVerne Griffin 
Camp (LGC) over the past 30 years has proven camp-
ing to still be a place where the gospel can be shared 
effectively. The lives of children and youth can be im-
pacted for the Kingdom for God in a unique way through 
camps, retreats, and events hosted at a campus like LGC.

Today I had an unexpected phone call from a young 
friend in her mid-twenties. She’s a member of my church 
and I hadn’t seen her in some time, as she works most 
Sundays, but I was in the habit of stopping by her place 
of employment to check on her, since her family has 
moved out of state and life has been challenging for 
her. Today’s phone call was more than a check-in as she 
shared with me that she has been diagnosed with a very 
serious case of liver cancer and has just begun radical 
chemotherapy as well as being placed on the list for a 
liver transplant. She reached out because she wanted 
prayer with her pastor. But our story, mine and Lisa’s 
(not her real name) doesn’t begin at Christ Community 
Church, Alaska. 

I first met Lisa at LGC during a “ya’ll come” youth 
camp I designed called X-Faith. I had the privilege of 
serving as the camp pastor for nearly a decade and saw 
it grow from the first year of 15 campers and 24 mission 
team staff to a maximum capacity event with more than 
100 campers and staff on site each summer. Lisa had 
no church home or, really, any spiritual experience in 
her life and entered camp week with a hard attitude and 
skeptical mind-set. During that week, God was gracious 
and called her from death to life. She made a decision 
to follow Jesus and commit her life to serving Him, as 
she responded to the gospel. I had the privilege of bap-
tizing her in believer’s baptism and later welcomed her 
entire family into our church fellowship, where family 
members followed Jesus, were baptized and still today 
are ministering in their own communities. I could share 
dozens of similar stories.

This is why camping ministry is still valid. People of 
all ages encounter the Good News of Jesus and become 
disciples, renew faith, make decisions to answer the 
call to full-time ministry, and make life time friendships 
in the community of our partner churches. Simply put, 
camp ministry IS Gospel ministry. Camp ministry is a 
partner to local church ministry. Camp ministry is often 
an initial field of service for those who go onto a life of 
Christian service.

Make no mistake, it is extremely challenging. It 
requires significant financial and human resources to 
make it happen. An organization, like LGC, depends on 
partner churches, summer missionaries, and volunteer 
mission teams to accomplish its purpose. There are a 
LOT of moving parts. 

Please consider how your church can partner with 
LaVerne Griffin Camp by praying for us on a regular 
basis, leading your church to give and utilize the camp, 
and perhaps even gather a team to serve as the leadership 
for one of our summer camp opportunities? Our current 
season has hit a major bump in the road in just the last 
week. Our three main camping events, just like the one 
Lisa came to, experienced the sudden cancellation of the 
teams who had committed to come and serve for those 
weeks. It is incredibly late in the season to solve this 
problem and we are seeking God’s assistance to show 
us what to do for the last three weeks of June. It would 
be heartbreaking to cancel camps, or limit participation 
because we cannot staff the weeks with volunteer mis-
sion teams. How can you help?

Pray with us that this season, and many more to come, 
we can continue to share the gospel together with people 
just like Lisa. God is faithful to take what we can do 
and place Himself in the middle of it all. We trust in His 
promise from Ephesians 3:20-21 “Now to him who is 
able to do far more abundantly than all that we ask or 
think, according to the power at work within us, to him 
be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all 
generations, forever and ever. Amen.”

Christian Camp Ministry Still Matters
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Henar was searching for the truth everywhere she thought 
she could find it — her Catholic background, through Jehovah’s 
Witness friends and even New Age religion. She tried crystals, 
meditation, energy and healing.

The search left her over-
whelmed and without peace. 

That’s when she met Emilio 
and Hannah Marrero, International 
Mission Board missionaries to the 
Basque region of Spain, through 
an online Bible study. She con-
nected deeply with them and the 
message they taught using art. 

The Marreros use a unique 
outlook on art to share the gospel. 
The approach works in a region 
like Basque where they take pride 
in their history. Art and religion 
are part of the area’s historical 
culture and current pop culture. 

“I studied art history and all we 
did was look at pictures of Jesus 
throughout the histories of Eu-
ropean countries. Art has always 

been united with a religious perspective,” Emilo said. “A post-
modern artist is already creating religious art. It’s just a relativis-
tic, chaotic piece though.”

Anywhere the couple went, they saw brightly colored pop-
culture posters touting everything from feminism to national-
ism plastered on walls, poles and 
windows. Beautifully designed 
pamphlets were also everywhere. 
The mixed messages were coun-
tering and confusing. The couple 
wondered how they could make a 
gospel impact through this me-
dium the people of Basque already 
understood. 

So, the missionaries decided to 
enter that artistic space with the 
hope of the gospel. 

They designed some posters 
and pamphlets that emphasized 
different gospel truths. The street 
art is designed to not only give a 
quick message about Jesus but to 
start deeper conversations, like 
the one they had with Henar. On 
each poster and pamphlet is a QR 
code that leads to a website called 
Atejejo and an opportunity to share 
the gospel in a clear, narrative-
based way.

“We are intentionally trying to go back to bringing the gospel 
narrative to the forefront,” Emilio said. “Everybody’s already be-
ing religious in art, and we just want to show the gospel.”

A post in an online community for the Marreros’ Bible study 

lead to Henar’s first encounter with the missionary family. As 
she joined the Bible study community, her interest was further 
piqued through their work. Henar read their pamphlet “Todas 
Las Cosas,” explaining their faith through illustrations, and she 
connected on a heart level with the art and messages in a way 
she’d never done with other pamphlets of information. She want-
ed to know more about the Marreros’ God. As they reached out, 
she saw their love 
for people and their 
community. That’s 
when everything 
changed. 

When they 
looked through the 
narrative and dis-
cussed gospel truths 
proclaimed in their 
art, Henar knew she 
couldn’t keep one 
foot in Christian-
ity and one in New 
Age. It was time to 
fully step out and 
put her faith in God.

“What makes 
Christianity so 
different from everything else I’ve tried is the simplicity,” 
Henar said, referring to the hours-and-hours she spent each day 
meditating and partaking in crystal healing practicing New Age 

beliefs. “With Christianity, you only have to put your 
faith in God. It doesn’t mean that my life is perfect, 
but my mental health is much better, and I feel so 
much peace knowing that God, Yahweh, is holding my 
hand.” 

With so many different beliefs represented in a 
post-modern world, Emilio isn’t surprised at how 
much energy goes into trying to find this peace. He 
knows the world’s greatest problem is spiritual lost-
ness. So, the IMB missionaries found a way to present 
the gospel solution in a forum most in Basque under-
stand. The combination of art posters, pamphlets and 
their website allows them to have deep conversations 
in a space where people are already giving ideas. 

“The art is central to the gospel, it defines or 
redefines everything that is bleeding into this culture 
— the hope of having peace, Shalom and harmony and 
understanding who we are as humans,” Hannah added. 
“It starts to just point in a different direction.”

For Henar, that difference is being “all in with Je-
sus.” She’s being discipled. She delights in His Word. 
The Bible is her best friend. And she is so grateful for 
the supportive Christian community around her — a 
direct result of the Marerros’ ministry. 

Would you consider giving to keep the ministry of the Mar-
reros alive and help them make an impact on the culture of the 
Basque country?

From New Age to new life — Art ministry in Spain leads to salvation

The Basque region of Spain 
embraces its history through 
art and religion. They revel in 
the old buildings and cathe-
drals that make up their area.

Any public space is plastered with post-
ers and brochures touting new ideas and 
things to do.
